GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE SEMINAR SERIES
Traditional supervision of Ph.D. students focuses almost exclusively on the scientific aspects of the written work produced by the Ph.D. candidate. This series of seminars is devoted instead to the training and development of skills that are needed during the course of the Ph.D. education and in view of a post-doctoral career in law. These seminars are held in English and offer an international perspective. The acquisition of skills is based on active participation in the seminars in which peers share and reflect upon their experiences under the guidance of the instructor. In addition to actual attendance at the seminars, some preparatory work is required for each seminar. The preparatory work may incorporate previously used material adapted to the presentation in this seminar series. 
Seminar 1
This seminar will give a general presentation of the series and discuss the academically relevant activities of the Ph.D. student outside of the central task of producing the doctoral thesis. The seminar will examine the different aspects of Ph.D. education and the setting and fulfilment of goals within the structure of the Ph.D. program, inter alia through discussion of different models of Ph.D. education. Attention will also be given to cultural and gender aspects of a career of an international Ph.D. education in law.
Preparation: Each participant shall prepare an oral presentation of his/her Ph.D. project (15–20 minutes per presentation). 
Seminar 2
The starting point of this seminar is the written presentation of each participant’s Ph.D. project as a scientific study. While the oral presentation in seminar 1 focuses on explaining the project and provide an overall understanding of the problem to an audience who is not a specialist, the written presentation will focus on the scientific merit and methodology of the project. Other participants will comment on the presentation and the seminar will discuss keypoints in the scientific evaluation of a Ph.D. project.
Preparation: Each participant shall prepare a written presentation of his/her Ph.D. project (maximum of 2,000 words). This written paper should preferably already have been written before Seminar 1 but must be adapted in light of the discussions undertaken at the first seminar.
Seminar 3
Seminar 3 will focus on presentation of one’s research to an international readership/audience, in particular when the subject of research deals with an issue of domestic law. The seminar will discuss the value of research in domestic law in an international context. On a more practical level the seminar will look at the process of publishing in an international journal including the peer-review process. As a link to the final seminar, seminar 3 will deal with the organization of and participation in international conferences.
Preparation: The participant shall identify an issue that may be presented at an international conference and be prepared to discuss this issue at the seminar. No formal presentation is required during this seminar, but participant should already be working on the presentation in Seminar 4. 
Seminar 4
In this final seminar, each participant shall make a 20-minute oral presentation of a paper at an international conference. Other participants will act as chairperson, commentator or audience. The participants will have to deal with unexpected situations. Skill acquisition is based on actual practice and mutual comments on each other’s performance. The seminar will also deal with post-conference publication and other uses of worked done in connection with a conference contribution.
Preparation: Each participant shall prepare an oral presentation of a 20-minute conference paper on a particular question within the Ph.D. project.
